SECTION SP1

SCOPE OF WORK

SP1.1 Lead-Based Paint.  

Lead Smart rehabilitation practices are not required on this project.

SECTION SP2

CONTROL OF WORK

SP2.1 Warranties.  Workmanship and materials not covered by manufacturers warranty shall be warranted by the Contractors for a period of one year from date of final payment to the Contractor. SECTION SP1

SCOPE OF WORK

SP1.1 Lead-Based Paint.  

SP1.1.1 General.  All work shall be performed in accordance with HUD Lead-Based Paint regulations as described in 24 CFR Part 35 et al, with the exception that certain contractors such as electrical, plumbing, roofing, weatherization and heating specialists may be exempt from using HUD lead safe practices so long as they do not disturb any more than two square feet of painted surfaces per room or a total of 20 square feet of painted surfaces on the exterior. 

SP1.1.2 Lead-Smart Renovator. Contractors performing work in accordance with HUD Lead-Based Paint regulations as described in 24 CFR Part 35 et al must have attended a Renovation, Repair, & Painting course taught by a DEP certified training provider and hold valid certificates for all personnel working at the site.

SP1.1.3 Lead Dust Clearance.   Lead safe practices must be employed in all work that disturbs painted surfaces.  After completion of all work, contractor must clean the work area(s) to meet HUD Lead Dust clearance standards as follows:


Hard floors and Carpeted floors = 40 micrograms (ug) per square foot (ft2)


Interior Window Sills = 250 ug/ft2


Window troughs = 400 ug/ft2


Other nonporous surfaces = 40 ug/ft2

If dust wipe samples do not pass the above standards, the Contractor shall return to the job site, at his/her own expense, and clean until these standards are met.  Final payments will be withheld until clearance standards are achieved.  Costs incurred for an additional site visit and dust wipe sampling costs will be taken from monies due to the Contractor.  In homes where there are children under 6 years of age the Owners must, at their own expense, temporarily relocate these children from work areas where paint will be disturbed until the work has been completed and the dust wipe clearance standards shown above have been achieved.

SECTION B1

FOUNDATION WORK

B1.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes repair of foundations, floor decks, and related work, as indicated. 
B1.2 General.   All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation.  Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code.

FOUNDATION WALL REPAIR

B1.3  Concrete Foundation Repair.  The existing foundation, (Insert: describe location and extent, or refer to a Drawing.  Example: The walls on either side of the cellarway shall be replaced to a point 18” beyond any open cracks or a minimum of 8 feet from the cellarway.), shall be replaced as follows:

B1.3.1 Jacking and Excavation.  The work shall include all necessary jacking, blocking, excavation, and backfill.  Backfill material shall be clean gravel, stone, and /or sand as necessary for proper drainage.

B1.3.2 Concrete Foundation.   The section of existing foundation to be replaced shall be replaced with new poured 8 inch thick concrete walls (3000 psi concrete), complete with concrete footing, adequate steel reinforcing (specify size and spacing of rebar), and exterior waterproofing.  The new section of foundation wall shall be adequately pinned to the existing sections of foundation wall on both sides with horizontal steel rebar.  The new wall may be topped with up to two courses of concrete block to facilitate construction. Any damage to the existing cellar floor shall be repaired as part of the work.

B1.3.3 Drainage and Waterproofing.    The new foundation walls shall be covered with a waterproofing coating from footing to grade level.  Exterior subsurface drainage piping shall be installed in a bed of porous fill, be positioned below the level of the cellar floor, and be directed away from the foundation to daylight as required for positive drainage.
B1.3.4 Site Work.  All disturbed ground shall be fine graded, seeded, and mulched.

B1.3.5 Cellar Windows. The work shall include installation of new cellar windows (specify number, size, and location).  All new cellar windows shall be awning style and be complete with all hardware. All new windows shall be Energy Star rated and installed per manufacturer’s recommendations. 
FOUNDATION PIER REPAIR

B1.3 Foundation Repair. 

B1.3.1 New Pier.  Install a new concrete foundation pier under the (identify location).  The new pier shall be (specify diameter of sonotube) and complete with poured concrete footing below frost. The work shall include jacking, excavation, and backfill as required for a complete installation.
BRICK FOUNDATION REPAIR

B1.3  Foundation Repair.  The existing foundation shall be repaired as follows:

B1.3.1 Brickwork.  The brick foundation at (specify location and extent) shall be repaired to include repairing loose bricks and replacing damaged or missing bricks and mortar.  New mortar shall conform to the Brick Institute of America standard specification for Portland cement-lime mortar for brick masonry, M1-88.  

FLOOR DECK REPAIR

B1.3 Floor Deck Repair.  The existing floor deck sills and carrying beams under the (specify location and extent) shall be repaired as follows:

B1.3.1 Preparation.  The work shall include removing and replacing the existing siding and wall sheathing as required to perform the specified repairs.  New siding, if installed, shall match existing siding in color and quality.

B1.3.2 Jacking and Sill Replacement.  The work shall include jacking as necessary to support the structure during construction.  Replace all rotten sills supporting the indicated section of floor deck with pressure-treated 6” x 6” timbers.  

B1.3.3 Carrying Beam and Post Replacement. The work shall include replacing existing carrying beams and any existing wood support posts in the indicated section of floor deck.  The new carrying beams shall be (specify size of new beams). Install new (specify steel jack posts, 6”x6” pressure treated wood posts, or concrete-filled steel lolly columns) to support the new beams.  The new posts shall be supported on concrete footing pads.  Maximum allowable clear span for carrying beams shall be 8 feet.  

B1.3 Floor Support.  The work shall include replacing posts located in the cellar that support the floor deck carrying beams (indicate location and extent).  Wood posts that are damaged or rotten shall be replaced with new (specify steel jack posts, 6”x6” pressure treated wood posts, or concrete-filled steel lolly columns).  Install new additional support posts as required to adequately support carrying beams. The new posts shall be supported on concrete footing pads.
B1.3 Floor Leveling.   The work shall include jacking and leveling the floor deck as possible without causing undue buckling or other damage to interior and exterior surfaces. Shims shall be pressure treated wood or masonry.  The work shall be paid for by an allowance as set forth in the Proposal Form.  Allowance will cover jacking and shimming only.  Materials such as posts or beams, if required, shall be covered by Change Order.

SKIRT CONSTRUCTION

B1.3  New Skirt. The existing skirt shall be removed and replaced with a new insulated pressure- treated plywood skirt. The new skirt shall be supported by a 2x4 framework, the bottom horizontal member of which shall be held approximately 4 inches off the grade. The plywood sheathing shall be 1/2" minimum thickness, supported every 2 feet, and extend to ground level.  An access hatch shall be installed in the skirt, complete with galvanized hardware. (Add if necessary: The new skirt shall not be installed until after the frost is out of the ground.) The entire skirt shall be insulated on the inside with 2 inch thick rigid polyurethane foam.
CONCRETE FOUNDATION CELLARWAY CONSTRUCTION

B1.3 New Cellarway.  The work shall include installation of a standard cellarway.  The cellarway shall be located as shown on the Drawing.  The work includes removing the existing cellarway walls and bulkhead door and disposing of properly. The new cellarway shall be constructed of a poured concrete footing, 8” thick concrete walls, and 6” tbick concrete floor slab using 3000 psi concrete with adequate steel reinforcing.  The new cellarway shall be fitted with a steel Bilco-type cellarway door installed in compliance with manufacturer’s specifications. The work shall also include construction of a set of wooden stairs to serve the cellarway door.

B1.3.1 Drainage and Waterproofing.    The new cellarway foundation walls shall be covered with a waterproofing coating from footing to grade level.  Exterior subsurface drainage piping shall be installed in a bed of porous fill, be positioned below the level of the cellar floor, and be directed away from the foundation as required for positive drainage.

B1.4 Payment.  Repair of foundations and related work as indicated herein shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum price, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.
SECTION B2

      EXTERIOR DOORS & WINDOWS

B2.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes furnishing and repairing exterior doors and windows, as indicated.
B2.2 General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation.  Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code.
NEW CONSTRUCTION TYPE WINDOWS

B2.3 New Vinyl Windows.  All of the windows in the house, (insert if necessary: with the exception of ..........), shall be removed and replaced with vinyl new construction-type windows. All windows shall be white vinyl or vinyl clad, double glazed with ¾” insulated glass, of the same size and style as that replaced except as noted below in B2.3.1 Egress Windows, and conform to ASTM D4099. All windows shall  be Energy Star rated.  Product information/labeling showing compliance with DOE Energy Star Ratings for the North Eastern zone shall be provided to the home owner prior to installation. All windows shall have tilt-out sashes where applicable and be complete with screens and sash locks.  All windows shall be installed and flashed per manufacturer’s recommendations. All labels and tags shall be removed.  Window shades/curtains removed by contractor shall be reinstalled by contractor. The work shall include repair or replacement of severely deteriorated window framing as required for secure installation of new windows.

B2.3.1 Egress Windows.  (Identify location of egress windows) shall be egress-sized. The new egress-sized window shall meet the following egress requirements: Clear opening= 5.7 sq. ft., minimum width = 20 in., minimum height = 24 in., maximum height above floor of bottom of opening = 44 in. Casement style egress windows shall have horizontal dividing bar installed to give effect of double hung window.
B2.3.2 Interior Trim. The work shall include installation of interior trim on all new windows.  New trim shall be straight-edge pine or clamshell molding, installed in picture-frame style.  Finish by others. (Or: Finish with one primer coat and one finish coat of interior semi-gloss latex paint to match other trim.)

B2.3 Living Room Picture Window.   The existing picture window unit in the Living Room shall be removed and replaced with (specify number of mulled units) separate double-hung windows.  New windows shall be equal in height to the existing window and (specify width).  The work shall include all framing, exterior sheathing, insulation, interior finished sheetrock, and painted interior trim as required for a complete installation.  
VINYL REPLACEMENT TYPE WINDOWS
B2.3 New Vinyl Windows.  All the existing windows in the home (with the exception of.............) shall be removed and replaced with new vinyl replacement-type windows. All windows shall be white vinyl or vinyl clad, double glazed with ¾” insulated glass, of the same size and style as that replaced, except as noted below in B2.3.1 Egress Windows, and conform to ASTM D4099. All windows shall be Energy Star rated.  Product information/labeling showing compliance with DOE Energy Star Ratings for the North Eastern zone shall be provided to the home owner prior to installation. All windows shall have tilt-out sashes where applicable and be complete with screens and sash locks.  All windows shall be installed and flashed per manufacturer’s recommendations. All labels and tags shall be removed.  Window shades/curtains removed by contractor shall be reinstalled by contractor. The work shall include repair or replacement of severely deteriorated window framing or casing as required for secure installation of new windows.

B2.3.1 Egress Windows.  The existing windows in (identify location) shall be replaced with new egress-sized windows. The new egress-sized window shall meet the following egress requirements: Clear opening= 5.7 sq. ft., minimum width = 20 in., minimum height = 24 in., maximum height above floor of bottom of opening = 44 in. Casement style egress windows shall have horizontal dividing bar installed to give effect of double hung window.  The work includes modifications to siding, wall sheathing, framing, and interior sheetrock as required to install the new windows.  

B2.3.2 Interior Trim. The work shall include installation of interior trim on all new egress-sized windows only.  New trim shall be straight-edge pine  installed in picture-frame style.  Finish with one coat of latex primer and one finish coat of interior semi-gloss latex paint to match other trim.

CELLAR WINDOWS
B2.3 Cellar Windows.  The work shall include removing all the cellar windows and replacing them with vinyl or aluminum cellar windows.  Remove existing window and wood window casing. Install new pressure-treated wood casing in rough opening of foundation. New casing shall be mechanically fastened to foundation. New casing shall be properly sealed to assure weather tightness. Gaps larger than 3/8” shall be filled with mortar. All new cellar windows shall be awning style of the same size as that replaced and be complete with all hardware. All new windows shall be Energy Star rated and installed per manufacturer’s recommendations. 

PORCH WINDOWS
B2.3 Front Porch Windows.  All of the existing windows on the (identify location and extent) shall be removed and replaced with new aluminum combination storm windows, installed per manufacturer’s recommendations.  The new windows shall have a white factory finish and be complete with screens.  The work shall include installing wood framing as required to install the new windows.  

B2.3.1 Window Frames and Trim.  The exterior sills of the porch windows shall be wrapped with aluminum coil stock, color white.  The exterior trim between and above the windows shall be painted, color white. All areas of deteriorated paint on the interior sills and window framing between and above the windows shall be painted.
All deteriorated paint areas shall be scraped and repainted. Chipped paintwork shall be repaired by sanding smooth.  All peeling paint shall be scraped.  Depressions shall be filled with wood putty, sanded smooth, and spot-primed.  All work shall follow Lead-Safe practices.  Apply one coat of exterior latex primer and one finish coat of exterior latex semi-gloss paint according to manufacturer’s recommendations, color white.

WINDOW REPAIR

B2.3  Window Repair.    The existing windows in the entire house shall be repaired as follows:

a. Repair all broken glass on primary and storm windows.

b. Repair and adjust all windows as required for good fit, air-tightness, and ease of operation.  

c. Screens.  Install new screens on all double-hung windows. 
d.  Install sash locks on the windows in the (identity location).  

ENTRANCE DOORS
B2.3 New Front Entrance Door.  The work shall include replacing the existing front entrance door serving the (identify location, i.e. Living Room if nec.), with a new insulated steel entrance door with double-glazed top light.  The door shall have a clear opening width of 36” minimum, and be complete with all trim, hardware, entrance lockset, and deadbolt. The new door shall be installed per manufacturer’s recommendations.  Install new interior trim on the door. New trim shall be straight-edge pine or clamshell molding.  All new trim shall be finished with one coat of latex primer and one coat of semi-gloss interior enamel, color white.  All labels and tags shall be removed. The work shall also include any modifications required to wall framing and finish to accommodate the new door.  

B2.3 New Storm Door. The existing storm located on the (identify location, i.e. Front) entry shall be removed and replaced with a new storm door.  The new storm door shall be aluminum or vinyl, solid core, self storing, complete with all hardware.

DOOR REPAIR

B2.3  Rehang Existing Door.  The work shall include repairing the (identify location of door) door by re-hanging door on new hinges. Install over-sized fasteners as required for a secure installation. Install a new entrance lockset.  Fit and adjust door to operate properly.  
B2.3 New Lockset.  Remove the existing lockset and install a new entrance lockset per manufacturer’s recommendations.  Adjust as required for ease of operation.

B2.4 Payment.  Repair and replacement of exterior doors and windows shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum Prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.
SECTION B3

SIDING
B3.1  Description.  The work specified in this section includes furnishing and installing new siding as indicated.

B3.2  General.  All work shall be as indicated in the Specifications and as required for a complete and proper installation. Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code.

B3.3 Siding Materials. New siding shall be vinyl clapboard style.  Color shall be a stock color, chosen by Owner. Vinyl siding shall be 0.035 in. thick, min., and comply with ASTM standard specification for Rigid Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC) Siding #D3679 Class 2.

B3.4 Installation.  Installation shall comply with the manufacturers' instructions. (Optional: Prepare walls by re-fastening existing siding as required to provide a smooth surface. Install ¼”minimum extruded polystyrene fanfold underlayment according to manufacturer’s recommendation.)
B3.5 Location.  New vinyl siding shall be applied to all exterior wall surfaces of the house, (specify areas included or excluded) 

B3.6  Payment.  Provision of new siding as indicated herein shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum Prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.

SECTION B4

ROOF WORK

B4.1  Description. The work specified in this section includes removing existing roofing materials as necessary, furnishing and installing new roofing materials, and other related work as indicated.

B4.2  General.  All work shall be as indicated in the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation.  Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code. Roofing shall be applied in accordance with the recommendations of the manufacturer.  Should inclement weather arise during construction it is the responsibility of the Contractor to provide adequate protection of the structure and its contents.

REROOFING

B4.3 Re-roofing.   The entire roof of the house, (identify areas included or excluded) shall be re-roofed with asphalt or fiberglass roofing products (optional: except as specified in B4.3.1 below), drip edge, flashing, self-adhering bituminous membrane, and felt underlayment, as indicated and required. 

(B4.3.1 Roofing Type. All sections of the roof, with the exception of the low-pitch roofs over the (identify location of low-pitch roofs), shall be re-roofed with shingles as specified below.  The low pitch roof shall be roofed with a self-adhering roofing membrane as specified in B4.4.3below.)

B4.3.1 Strip Roofing.   Existing shingles shall be stripped off and disposed of. 

B4.3.2 Sheathing Repair.  Replacement of rotten or damaged roof sheathing, if required, shall be handled by Change Order. 

B4.3.3 Bituminous Membrane.  Bituminous membrane shall be “Ice and Water Shield”, manufactured by W.R. Grace Construction Products, or equal, and shall be applied six feet up slope from all roof edges.

B4.4 Materials.  Roofing materials shall conform to the following:

B4.4.1 Asphalt Felt.  Underlayment grade saturated felt minimum 15 lbs. per square.

B4.4.2 Asphalt or Fiberglass Shingles.  Granular surfaced, minimum 235 lbs. per square, architectural grade, stock color by Owner.  Shingles shall be U.L. Class C, minimum (specify life span: 25-year) manufacturer's warranty.

(B4.4.3 Self-adhering Roofing Membrane. Granular-surfaced, self adhering roofing membrane such as “Peel & Roof”, manufactured by MFM Building Products Corp., 525 Orange Street, Coshocton, OH., http://www.mfmbp.com., or equal.  Color by Owner.  Roofing membrane shall be installed per manufacturer’s recommendations.  Care shall be taken to effectively seal the junction between this low pitch roof and the main house roof.)
B4.4.3 Fasteners.  Nails shall be zinc-coated steel, of sufficient length to penetrate roof sheathing.  Staples are not allowed.

B4.4.4 Flashing.  Flashing shall be non-corrosive metal such as aluminum or lead.

B4.4.5 Drip Edge.  Drip edge shall be 8” aluminum.

B4.5 Disposal.  Roofing debris shall be removed from the site and disposed of properly.

B4.6 Payment.  Provision of roofing work as indicated herein shall be paid for under Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum Prices, which price will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.
FOR STEEL ROOFING
B4.3 Re-roofing.   The entire roof shall be re-roofed with coated steel roofing, as indicated and required for a complete installation.

B4.4 Materials.  Roofing materials shall conform to the following:

B4.4.1 Steel Roofing.  Steel roofing shall be exposed fastener type, 26 GA. minimum, with a 25 year coating warranty, such as (BiRib by Metal Sales Manufacturing Corp.), or equal.  

B4.4.2 Color.  Contractor shall provide Owner with a color chart.  Color selection shall be limited to the manufacturer’s standard line. 

B4.5 Installation.   Steel roofing shall be installed in accordance with manufacturer’s installation instructions.  Panels shall be weathertight, without waves, warps, buckles, fastening stresses, or distortion, and allowing for expansion and contraction. Corrugations at the eave line and ridge cap shall be sealed with foam filler strips.

B4.5.1 Strapping and Furring. The new roofing shall be applied with strapping and furring as required for good appearance.

B4.5.2 Edge Treatment.  Roof edges shall be covered with matching aluminum stock as required for weathertightness and good appearance. 

SECTION B5

EXTERIOR FINISH

B5.1  Description.  The work specified in this section includes performing miscellaneous exterior repair, upgrading, and finish work, as indicated.

B5.2. General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation.  Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code.

EXTERIOR TRIM
B5.3 Wrap Trim.
B5.3.1 Roof Fascia Trim. Wood roof fascia trim on the entire house, (Identify areas that are included or excluded) shall be covered with coated aluminum coil stock for weather-tightness and good appearance. Stock color. All seams shall be caulked.  The work shall include installing new and/or repairing existing fascia trim as required for the secure application of coil stock.

B5.3.2 Roof Soffit Trim. Wood roof soffit trim on the entire house, (Identify areas that are included or excluded) shall be covered with perforated vinyl stock, stock color. The work shall include installing new and/or repairing existing soffit trim as required for the secure application of cover stock.

B5.3.3 Miscellaneous Trim.   All wood window and door trim shall be wrapped with aluminum coil stock, stock color.

B5.3 Paint Trim.
B5.3.1 Roof Trim. Wood roof trim on the entire house (Identify areas included and excluded) shall be painted as follows:

a. All deteriorated paint areas shall be scraped and repainted. Chipped paintwork shall be repaired by sanding smooth.  All peeling paint shall be scraped.  Depressions shall be filled with wood putty, sanded smooth, and spot-primed.  All work shall follow Lead-Safe practices.  

b. Apply one coat of exterior latex primer and one coat of exterior latex semi-gloss paint according to manufacturer’s recommendations, color to match.

B5.3 Miscellaneous Trim.  Deteriorated paint on wood window and door trim shall be repainted.   Chipped paintwork shall be repaired by sanding smooth.  All peeling paint shall be scraped.  Depressions shall be filled with wood putty, sanded smooth, and spot-primed.  All work shall follow Lead-Safe practices.  Apply one coat of exterior latex primer and one coat of exterior latex semi-gloss paint according to manufacturer’s recommendations, color to match.

GUTTERS

B5.3 New Gutters.  Install new 4" vinyl gutters on the (identify location and extent) of the house only. Gutters shall be installed according to manufacturer's recommendations and be complete with downspouts, extensions, and spashblocks.  Color white.  (Optional: Remove and dispose of existing gutters and hangers.  Repair any damage to fascia trim due to removal of gutters.)
MOBILE HOME SKIRT

B5.3 New Skirt.  Remove the existing skirt on the mobile home and dispose of.  Install a new insulated skirt. The new skirt shall be supported by a 2x4 framework, the bottom horizontal member of which shall be held approximately 4 inches off the grade. The plywood sheathing shall be pressure-treated, 1/2" minimum thickness, supported every 2 feet, and extend to ground level.  An access hatch shall be installed in the skirt, complete with galvanized hardware. (Add if necessary: The new skirt shall not be installed until after the frost is out of the ground.) The entire skirt shall be insulated on the inside with 2 inch thick rigid polyurethane foam.
B5.4  Payment.  Performing miscellaneous exterior finish work shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum Prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.

SECTION B6

INSULATION & AIR SEALING

B6.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes providing and installing thermal insulation, vapor barrier, ventilation devices, and performing air sealing as indicated.

B6.2 General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation.  Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code and MaineHousing’s 2011 Maine Weatherization Standards.

Cellulose insulation shall be “borate” grade only. When loose fill insulation is being used in an attic, a “baffle” system may be required to keep insulation out of the soffit area.
All areas requiring “dense packed” cellulose shall be installed at a rate of 3.25 pounds per cubic foot.  All vapor barriers shall be installed facing the warm side of the area being insulated. The vapor barrier shall not be more than 1/3 of the R value away from the warm side surface (1/3- 2/3 rule).
Where blown-in or sprayed insulation is applied in the roof-ceiling assembly markers shall be provided for every 300 Sq. Ft. of attic area, attached to trusses or rafters, and indicate in 1 inch high numbers the installed thickness of the insulation.  

Un-faced fiberglass shall not be left exposed in a habitable area. Faced fiberglass shall be covered with an approved 15 minute fire barrier.

Roof leaks and all attic moisture problems shall be repaired prior to the installation of attic insulation. All combustion and exhausting appliances shall be vented through the roof or sidewalls.

AIR SEALING
B6.3 Air Sealing.  Air sealing work shall include:

B6.3.1 Penetrations.  Seal penetrations of sewer vent stacks, electric cable chaseways, chimney chases, open-topped partition walls, and light fixtures into attic 

     using expanding foam caulk or 20 year minimum silicon caulking. Backer rod shall be used when cracks exceed 1/4”.

B6.3.2 Chimney By-Pass.  Install 26 gauge sheet metal around chimney. Include any necessary wood blocking while maintaining 2” clearance space between chimney and combustible material. High temperature caulking shall be used to seal sheet metal to chimney. 
INSULATION
ATTIC

B6.3 Attic.  

B6.3.1 Attic Access. Install an attic access hatch(specify location) complete.  Frame access opening to a minimum of 22” x 30” (rough opening min). New framing members shall match existing size. Access hatch to include 1”x 3” ceiling trim, 1”x 1” hatch cover stops, ¾” AC plywood hatch cover, weather striping, one door pull, and two sets hook and eyes. Insulate attic hatch with 12” fiberglass. Attic ceiling access shall have an insulation dam, made of ¾” thick minimum boards or plywood, that exceeds the height of the installed insulation.

B6.3.2 High Ventilation.  Install two (specify size) gable vents, one on each end wall.  Vents shall be white vinyl type.  (Optional: Install a roof ridge vent per manufacturer’s recommendations)
B6.3.3 Low Ventilation.  Install 24” x 48” foam vent chutes in each rafter bay at eaves.  Dam ceiling joist bays at eaves to prevent insulation from entering soffit.

B6.3.4 Vapor Barrier.  Install minimum 4 mil polyethylene vapor barrier over the entire ceiling plane, overlap all seams by 12” min., with overlap taking place over a framing member.

B6.3.5 Insulation.  Install (specify Class1 cellulose or un-faced fiberglass insulation) to a minimum settled thickness of (specify depth of new insulation) throughout the attic. Attic insulation shall be installed to the outside edge of the top plate on exterior walls. All required electrical fixtures shall be blocked with rigid material to ensure a minimum insulation clearance of 3” and a maximum of 6”. (Exceptions to this rule include Type IC recessed lights, light/fan combinations and closed junction boxes). Insulation shall be dammed to maintain a 3” clearance from knob and tube wiring.
WALLS
B6.3 Exterior Walls.  

B6.3.1 Air Barrier/Drainage Plane.  Install building wrap such as Tyvek, Typar, or equal, to all exterior wall surfaces.

B6.3.2 Vapor Barrier.  Install minimum 4 mil polyethylene vapor barrier over all exterior wall surfaces, overlap all seams by 12” min., with overlap taking place over a framing member.

B6.3.3 Fiberglass Insulation. Install (specify size and thickness, or R-Value, of fiberglass), unfaced fiberglass in (specify location and extent of new insulation). 

B6.3.4 Dense Packed Cellulose Insulation.  Dense pack walls (specify location and extent of new insulation) using  cellulose insulation. Installation shall be “tubing” method to a density of 3.25 pounds per cubic foot.  Work to be done in accordance with manufacturer's specifications. All drilled holes shall be plugged before installing/reinstalling new siding. If new siding is not to be installed, existing siding shall be removed as needed to access sheathing. Any siding damaged, broken, or cracked during removal or reinstallation shall be replaced. Caulk as needed to ensure weather tight application. Asbestos siding may only be removed and reinstalled by homeowner or qualified asbestos worker.   
 B6.3.5 Knee Wall Access – New.  Install one new knee wall access (specify location). Minimum opening shall be the width of the knee wall stud cavity and 24” in height. The access door shall be weather stripped and insulated to same R value as the knee wall. At least one latch shall be installed to ensure air tightness. 
CELLARS & CRAWLSPACES
B6.3 Basement Foundation.

B6.3.1 Box Sill/Band Joist.  Insulate all band joists and box sills with 2” rigid polyisocyanurate foam, such as Thermax, manufactured by Dow Chemical Co.,(or faced fiberglass insulation, specify thickness). Seal all edges of box sill insulation with silicone caulk or, in the case of larger gaps, expanding foam sealant.

B6.3.2 Wall Insulation.  Insulate all foundation walls, except the cellarway walls.  Insulation shall be double-faced vinyl covered 3 ½” fiberglass, 4’ wide.  Single-faced insulation may be used if 6-mil polyethylene is placed against the concrete wall before applying insulation. Insulation facing shall have a flame-spread rating not to exceed 25 with an accompanying smoke developed factor not to exceed 450 when tested in accordance with ASTM E84.  Secure insulation to sill plate with one layer of 1 x 3 strapping and sandwich the bottom between two layers of 1 x 3 strapping.  All seams shall be taped with vinyl tape.  All exposed edges of insulation shall be secured with 1x3 strapping.

B6.3.3 Cellarway Door.  The cellarway door (Bilco) shall be insulated with 2” extruded polystyrene tongue & groove rigid foam.  Ledgers and tracks shall be installed against the concrete as required to support the foam panels horizontally at the top of the foundation wall and vertically to enclose the space.
B6.3.4 Floor Deck Insulation.  Install (specify location and thickness, or R-value, of insulation) faced fiberglass insulation between floor joists. Vapor barrier to face heated side. Insulation must be in contact with floor sheathing. 
B6.3.5 Install Polly Ground Cover.  (Optional: Remove and dispose of all debris in basement). Install 6 mill polyethylene moisture barrier. All joints shall overlap 6 inches minimum and extend up walls 6 inches.

VENTILATION

B6.3 Install  Bathroom Vent Fan   Install a mechanical Energy Star-rated ventilation fan, with integral light [Broan model QTR 70l, Panasonic model FV -05VFL2 or pre approved equal] connected to proper wall switch. Unit shall be vented to the exterior of the structure and terminate through either the roof or gable end. Vent piping shall be rigid aluminum or Schedule 20 PVC. Exhaust piping shall be installed within the attic insulation or otherwise insulated.  Fan shall have a minimum mechanical exhaust capacity of 50 cfm. intermittent or 20 cfm. continuous.

B6.3 Install Vent Timer Switch.  Install a Tamarak Continuous Duty Timer switch or pre approved equal. Timer to have option of low speed continuous setting and speed boost setting. Operating instructions to be left with home owner. 
B6.3 Install Kitchen Range Hood.  Install an Energy Star-rated kitchen range hood. Range hoods shall discharge to the outdoors through a single wall duct. The duct   serving the hood shall have a smooth interior surface, shall be air tight and shall be equipped with a back draft damper. Ducts serving range hoods shall not terminate in an attic or crawl space or areas inside the building.  Single wall ducts serving range hoods shall be constructed of galvanized steel, stainless steel or copper. Ventilation rate shall be a minimum of 100 cfm. intermittent or 25 cfm. continuous.
B6.4 Payment.  Providing and installing insulation and performing other related work shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum Prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated
SECTION B7

ELECTRICAL

B7.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes performing repairs on electrical systems, and furnishing and installing new electrical cable, equipment, and lighting fixtures as indicated.  

B7.2 General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, National Electrical Code for One- and-Two-Family Dwellings, NFPA 70A, National Fire Alarm Code, NFPA 72, and the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code. Only new materials of the type and quality specified shall be used.  Where Underwriters’ Laboratories, Inc. have established standards for such materials, use only materials bearing the UL label.

ELECTRICAL REPAIRS & UPGRADES:
LIGHTING FIXTURES
B7.3 Kitchen (identify room or area)

B7.3.1 New Light Fixture.  Replace the existing ceiling fixture (identify location) with a new (specify single, dual, or triple-bulb), closed globe-type ceiling fixture.  Install CFL bulbs.

B7.3 Bathroom (identify room or area)
B7.3.1 New Light Fixture.  Replace the existing wall light located over the medicine cabinet with a new three bulb wall-mounted vanity strip, complete with wall-mounted switch and globe-style bulbs.
B7.3.2  Globe.  Install a globe on the ceiling light located (specify location).
B7.3 Bedroom. (identify room or area)
B7.3.1 New Light Fixture.  Install a new ceiling light complete with wall mounted single pole switch.  The new light shall be dual bulb, closed globe style.  Surface wiring methods are acceptable.

RECEPTACLES

B7.3 Kitchen  (specify room or area)
B7.3.1 New GFI Receptacles.   Replace the existing receptacles serving the Kitchen counter with new GFI receptacles complete with cover plates.

B7.3 Bathroom  (specify room or area)

B7.3.1 New GFI Receptacle.   Install a new GFI receptacle to serve the lavatory sink area.
B7.3.2 New GFI Receptacle.  Replace the existing receptacle serving the lavatory sink area with a new GFI receptacles complete with cover plate.

B7.3 Bedroom.  (specify room or area)

B7.3.1 New Receptacle.   Install two new Arc Fault Protected 110 v. duplex receptacles to serve the Bedroom. Surface wiring methods are acceptable.

B7.3 New Receptacles.  Install two new 110 v. duplex receptacles to serve the (identify location) room.  Owner will identify location of new receptacles.
CABLES & BOX COVERS

B7.3 Cellar.   (specify room or area)
B7.3.1 Junction Box Covers. Install junction box covers as required.
B7.3.2 Knob & Tube Wiring.   The work shall include replacing all in-service knob & tube wiring that is exposed with new Romex cable. 
B7.3.3 New Junction Box.  Install a junction box to contain the “air splice” in the Romex cable located (identify location).

B7.3.4 Cable Support.  Support existing Romex cable in the Cellar by attaching to floor joists, spacing per code.
B7.3  Bedroom.  The work shall include rerouting or otherwise protecting a length of exposed Romex cable located in the (specify location.)
SWITCHES
B7.3 Bedroom.  (specify room or area)
B7.3.1 Wall Switch. Remove the existing wall switch controlling the ceiling light and replace with new single pole silent switch.
SMOKE & CO ALARMS
B7.3 Smoke Alarms.  Remove all existing conventional battery-operated smoke alarms and discard.  Install one new smoke alarm in (specify location: each bedroom, in the Second Floor Hallway outside the bedrooms, on the first floor, and in the cellar). All new smoke alarms shall be 110 v. units with battery backup.  Alternatively, new alarms may be sealed tamper-proof units with a ten year battery such as First Alert Model #SA340CN, or equal.  Any smoke alarm located within 20 feet of a kitchen or bathroom containing a tub or shower shall be a photoelectric-type smoke alarm. 

B7.4 Carbon Monoxide Alarm.  The work shall include the installation of a wall-mounted carbon monoxide alarm in (specify location). The alarm shall be battery operated.

SERVICE ENTRANCE EQUIP.

B7.3 New Service Entrance.  Work shall include replacing the existing electrical service entrance panel with a new 220 volt, (specify ampere capacity) Amp. service entrance panel.  Installation shall include 20-circuit panel box, main breaker, and branch breakers as necessary.  All circuits shall be clearly labeled. The new service entrance shall be complete with all cable and hardware as required for a complete installation per code.
B7.3 Repair Service Entrance.  Remove the existing service entrance equipment from the outside wall of the house.  Install new service entrance equipment to include weatherhead, cable, and meter enclosure.  
PLUMBING EQUIPMENT
B7.3 Domestic Water Heater.   

B7.3.1 Provide Power.   Provide 220 v. power only to a new domestic hot water heater to be installed under Section B8 – Plumbing.  

B7. 3 Well Pump.  

B7.3.1 Provide Power.  Provide 220 v. power only to a new submersible well pump to be installed under Section B8 – Plumbing.

B7.4 Payment.  Performance of electrical repairs and provision of new equipment as indicated herein shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated
SECTION B8

PLUMBING

B8.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes performing plumbing repairs, and the provision of new plumbing piping and equipment as indicated.

B8.2 General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Internal Plumbing Code of the State of Maine and these Specifications, and as required for a complete installation.

B8.2.1 New Piping.  All new supply piping installed as part of this work shall be copper Type L or Pex only.  All  supply lines installed in a location where freezing may occur shall be insulated with closed cell foam insulation or wrapped with fiberglass batt insulation without vapor barrier.  

BATHROOMS:
TOILETS
B8.3 Bathroom.  
B8.3.1 New Toilet.  Replace the existing toilet with a new free standing low flow, vitreous china toilet complete with wax seal, insulated tank, new seat, shut‑off valve and all required trim and piping. Color to be white. 
B8.3.2 Repair Leak.  Replace the existing wax ring gasket on the toilet with a new wax ring as necessary to stop leaking at floor.
TUB & SHOWERS
B8.3 Bathroom.

B8.3.1 New Tub/Shower Faucet.   Replace the existing tub/shower faucet set with a new  anti-scalding, chrome plated faucet, single lever/two lever or twins to match existing.  Work to include installing new low-flow shower head and tub spout.
B8.3.1 Bathtub Repair. The work shall include replacing all the drain fittings on the tub with new fittings.  

B8.3.1 New Shower Stall.  The work shall include removing the existing bathtub and replacing it with a new shower stall.  The new shower stall shall be 36”x36” min., be constructed of rigid ABS or fiberglass, and be installed complete with all water supply and drain fittings.  
B8.3.1 New Bathtub.   The work shall include removing the existing bathtub and replacing it with a new 5' recessed fiberglass tub with complete shower facilities. Color white. Install chrome plated single lever shower valve.  Work to include low flow shower head and tub spout, shower rod and all associated trim.

B8.3.2 New Tub Surround.  The work shall include removing the existing tub surround and installing a new vinyl or fiberglass tub surround complete per manufacturer’s recommendations.  Damage to the walls of the tub enclosure as a result of removing the existing surround shall be repaired to match original.

B8.3.3 New Tub Enclosure.  Construct a new tub enclosure.  Install a 2x6 partition with opening for access door. Sheath wall all sides with ½” M-R sheetrock.  Install a plywood access door.  Finnish sheetrock smooth and paint with one coat latex primer and one coat latex semi-gloss enamel, color white.
LAVATORY SINKS
B8.3  New Lavatory Sink.  Install a new oak vanity cabinet complete with new single basin lavatory sink.  The sink shall be installed complete with lever-style faucet set, and supply and waste piping, (specify location).
B8.3.1 Repair Leak at Sink.  The work shall include repairing the leak in the supply piping at the lavatory sink.
B8.3.2 New Faucet.   Replace the existing lavatory faucet with a new lever-style faucet complete with all supply connections and shut-off valves.
COMPLETE BATHROOMS
B8.3  Bathroom Fixtures.  (This for building an entire new bathroom)

A complete set of bathroom fixtures, color white, shall be installed in locations as shown on the Drawings and as indicated herein. Clearances between fixtures shall be the minimum allowable. The Contractor shall submit manufacturer’s specifications for approval prior to Contract award.

B8.3.1 Bathtub. Bathtub shall be standard 30”x 60” size, fiberglass, with surround included.  Tub shall be installed complete with all necessary supply and waste piping,  single lever faucet, and low flow shower head.

B8.3.2 Toilet.  Toilet shall be standard, low-flush type, installed complete with supply and waste piping.  

B8.3.3 New Lavatory Sink.  Install a new lavatory sink.  Install a new (specify size) oak vanity cabinet. The new sink shall be single basin one piece cultured marble type, complete with lever-style faucet set, and supply and waste piping. 
B8.3 Venting.  Install venting as required per code for the (specify location) fixtures.  
ADA FIXTURES
B8.3 New ADA Toilet.  Install a new toilet to replace the existing.  The new toilet shall be a raised ADA-compliant toilet, color white, installed complete.  
B8.3.1 Grab Bars.  Install wall mounted grab bars (indicate number, location and length) to serve the new toilet.

B8.3 New ADA Shower.  The existing tub shall be removed and replaced with a (specify size) ADA-compliant (or barrier free) handicapped accessible shower unit, complete with faucet, low flow hand held shower head, curtain rod, and supply and drain plumbing.  The new shower stall shall include an integral seat, grab bars, and be sized to fit where the existing tub is located.
B8.3 Install New Handicapped Wall Hung Lavatory.  Replace the existing lavatory sink with a new ADA- compliant wall hung vitreous china lavatory sink. Install ADA-compliant faucet and trap.  Install chrome shut-off valves as required.  Color white. 
KITCHENS
B8.3  Kitchen Sink.  Replace the existing kitchen sink with a new stainless steel, double basin kitchen sink, depth 7” min.  The sink shall be complete with all supply and waste piping, lever-style faucet set.  The Contractor shall submit manufacturer’s specifications for approval prior to Contract award.

B8.3 Replace Drain and Trap.  The work shall include replacing the defective drainage piping from the kitchen sink.  Install new PVC trap and tailpiece, complete.
B8.3 New Sink Faucet.  The work shall include replacing the existing kitchen sink faucet with a new lever-style faucet, complete with all supply connections, including shut-off valves.

B8.3 Domestic Hot Water Heater.  An electric (or gas) hot water heater shall be installed in the (specify location). The new heater shall have a storage capacity of (specify gallon capacity) and be complete with all piping required to supply existing fixtures.  Heater will be installed per manufacturer’s recommendations.  Electrical power will be supplied to the heater under Section B7. 
B8.3.1 Hot Water Heater Repair.  Install piping and fittings as required to plumb relief valve to floor per code.
WASHER/DRYER

B8.3 Washer Hook-up.  Install a standard washer hook-up complete with supply and drain piping in the basement in a location convenient to waste and supply piping.  

B8.3  New Washer/Dryer.  The work shall include installing a new 27” wide stacked electric washer/dryer unit (specify location). The new washer/dryer unit shall be installed complete with water supply and drain connections and dryer vent.  Water supply piping shall be routed so as to minimize the chance of freezing, and insulated with close cell foam insulation.  The existing plumbing connections to the existing washer shall be removed from service. 

MISC

B8.3 Outside Hose Bib.  Install a freeze protected outside hose bib in the location shown on the Drawings.
B8.3 Cellar.

B8.3.1 New Sump Pump. The work shall include installing a new sump pump  (specify location).  The new installation shall include a perforated sump basket, patching the concrete slab as required for good appearance, a new min. ½ h.p. automatic submersible sump pump, and discharge piping leading outside and away from the foundation wall a minimum of four feet.  Electric power shall be installed under Section B7.
WATER SUPPLY & WATER WELLS
B8.3 New Water Well.  The work shall include drilling a new water well to a depth sufficient to provide the flow rates in the chart below. The well shall include steel casing to bedrock and cap.

B8.3 Pump System. This work shall include installation of a new water well pump system in the new well. The new well pump system shall include all necessary excavation, backfilling, and seeding of all disturbed earth.
B8.3.1 Well Pump.  Install a new well pump.  The new pump shall be a submersible-type of sufficient capacity to provide an average flow rate of 10 gallons per minute, at discharge pressures in the 40 to 60 psi. range.

B8.3.2 Pitless Adapter.  The work shall include installation of a pitless adapter in the well casing. 
B8.3.3 Well Pressure Tank. Install a pressure tank inside the house, minimum drawdown 6 gal.  Install a pressure switch to operate the pump at 40 psi cut-in and 60 psi cut-out.

B8.3.4 Piping and Electrical.  The work shall include installation of piping from the pump to the pitless adapter and electrical wiring (left at the wellhead) of sufficient length to reach the house.

B8.3  Well Abandonment.  The work shall include abandonment of the existing well to include sealing the well with grout.

B8.3 New Water Treatment System.  The work shall include the provision and installation of a new water treatment system. The new treatment system shall be of sufficient design and capacity to fully treat the water as described in the attached Maine Health & Environmental Testing Laboratory Report, dated 02/28/05. The system shall be installed with all plumbing and electrical connections as required for a complete installation.

B8.3.1 Consumables.  The work shall include the provision of a stock of consumable treatment additives, if required by the treatment system, sufficient to last one year. 
FOR SEPTIC SYSTEMS

B8.3 New Septic System.  A new septic system shall be installed in conformance with the attached Subsurface Wastewater Disposal Application, dated  (insert date of design).  The work shall include all labor and materials required to remove the existing system components as indicated and install the complete new system and connect the system to the waste piping system of the existing house.

B8.4 Payment.  Performance of plumbing repairs, and provision of new plumbing piping and equipment shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum prices, which shall be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.

SECTION B9

HEATING SYSTEM

B9.1 Description. The work specified in this section includes repairing, furnishing and installing new heating-related equipment, upgrading existing equipment to meet Code, as indicated.

B9.2 General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation.  Furthermore, all work shall comply with applicable provisions of NFPA 31, NFPA 211, NFPA 70A, and the Maine Oil and Solid Fuel Board.

All heating systems must be installed by Maine licensed technicians Product information/labeling showing compliance with required efficiency ratings shall be provided to the home owner.

NEW SYSTEMS

B9.3 New Boiler System.  

B9.3.1 Remove Existing System. The existing oil-fired boiler shall be removed from service.  All components of the existing system shall be removed from the site.  

B9.3.2 New Boiler System.  The work shall include installation of a new oil-fired boiler system.  The new boiler shall be warranted for a minimum 20 year life span. The new boiler shall be of sufficient capacity to heat the entire house to ASHRAE guidelines (heat each habitable room to minimum 68 degrees Fahrenheit measured 36 inches off the floor when the outside temperature is –5 degrees Fahrenheit),   (Optional: contain a coil for providing domestic hot water.  The domestic coil shall be connected as required to the hot and cold water supply for the home). Installation shall be complete with all necessary controls and flue connection.  The work shall include connection of the new boiler to the existing radiation. All operations and maintenance manuals shall be given to the owner.

B9.3.3 Distribution System. The work shall include repairs and upgrades to the radiation system as follows:

  (specify whether to add, remove, replace or repair hot water baseboard units)

B9.3 New Space Heater. The work shall include furnishing and installing a direct-vent (specify kerosene or gas fired) space heater in the (specify location), including fuel line connection to the existing tank. The heater shall have a capacity of (specify BTU/he capacity) BTU/HR minimum, such as (specify make and model optional, )or equal. All operations and maintenance manuals shall be given to the owner.

B9.3 New Furnace.  The work shall include removing the existing furnace and replacing it with a new oil-fired warm air furnace. The new furnace shall be 85% AFUE or better. The new furnace shall be of sufficient capacity to heat the entire house to ASHRAE guidelines (heat each habitable room to minimum 68 degrees Fahrenheit measured 36 inches off the floor when the outside temperature is –5 degrees Fahrenheit). All operations and maintenance manuals shall be given to the owner.

 Installation shall be complete with:

1. All necessary wiring, controls, and flue connection.

2. New oil line with protective sleeve.

3. Modifications to existing plenum and ductwork as required.  

B9.3 Install New Electric Baseboard Radiation.  Install new electric baseboard in (specify location).  (specify length of radiation units) New heaters shall be medium density type, limited to 250 watts per foot of baseboard. Install a wall mounted thermostat.  Installation shall include all necessary wiring and trim.  Installation shall be in accordance with manufacturer's specifications. 

OIL TANKS
B9.3 Oil Tank. The work shall include removing the existing oil tank and disposing of properly off site. Install a new 275 gal. oil tank in the same location complete per code.
B9.3 Oil Line. The existing oil line serving the furnace shall be replaced with a new above-slab, protected oil line, per code.

B9.3 Oil Line Protection.  Install a protective sleeve on the oil line serving the furnace.

CHIMNEYS
B9.3 Chimney Repair.  The existing chimney serving the boiler shall be repaired to include replacing missing or damaged bricks and mortar.  Repairs shall be limited to that portion of the chimney exposed above the roof.  Contractor shall take all necessary precautions to avoid damage to the existing roofing.

B9.3 New Chimney.    The existing masonry chimney will be left in place, but removed from service.  Install a new metalbestos chimney to serve the new furnace.  The new chimney shall be located (specify location)l.  The chimney shall include a clean-out means.  

B9.3 Install Stainless Steel Liner. Install a stainless steel chimney liner in the (specify which chimney) complete. The liner shall be installed in accordance with manufacturers’ recommendations.
MISC REPAIRS
B9.3 Mixing Valve.  Install a new mixing valve to serve the domestic hot water coil.
B9.3  Repair Baseboard Radiation. The work shall include replacing damaged hot water baseboard radiation throughout the house, (specify location and extent)), with new baseboard fin type hot water baseboard radiation of equal size and quality.

B9.3 Furnace CTE. The furnace shall be cleaned, tuned, and evaluated.  Code deficiencies for both the furnace and tank, if any, shall be reported to the Project Manager prior to completion of work.

B9.4  Payment.  Repair and provision of heating equipment service shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work as indicated.

SECTION B15

STAIR & HALL WAYS

B15.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes upgrading entry and other stairways as indicated.

B15.2  General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications and as required for a complete and safe installation. Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code.

NEW ENTRY WAYS
B15.3 New Entry Deck and Stairs.

B15.3.1 Demolition.  Remove the existing entry deck and stairs and dispose of properly off site.  
B15.3.2 Entry Deck & Stairs.  Build a new entry deck and stairs to serve the (identify location) entry door.  The deck shall be 5’ x 5’, complete with railings on all sides.  Posts shall be 4x4, supported on masonry blocks, or other approved supports, below grade. Install guard rails on the new deck using 2 x 4 pressure treated lumber and galvanized fasteners. The guard rail shall be not less than 42” in height and complete with 2x2 balusters spaced not more than 4” apart. The stairs shall be four feet wide complete with railing on both sides. Railings shall be not less than 34” or more than 38” in height. Install balusters in all railings, spaced not more than 4” apart.  Install handrails on railings serving stairs.  Handrail grip size shall have a circular cross section between 1-1/2” to 2”. Deck and railings shall be constructed of pressure treated lumber and galvanized fasteners. 
REPAIR ENTRY WAYS

B15.3 New Railing.  Install a guard rail on all sides of the existing deck (identify location). Guard rail shall be constructed of 2x4 pressure-treated lumber with galvanized fasteners. Guard rails shall be not less than 42” in height. Install 2x2 balusters in all guard rails, spaced not more than 4” apart.  Install handrails on railings serving stairs.  Handrail grip size shall have a circular cross section between 1-1/2” to 2”.  The railing shall be constructed on pressure-treated lumber with galvanized fasteners.

B15.3 New Stairs.  Build stairs to serve the existing entry deck (identify location).  Stairs shall be three feet wide, complete with railings on both sides. Install balusters in all railings, spaced not more than 4” apart.  Install handrails on railings serving stairs.  Railings shall be not less than 34” or more than 38” in height. Handrail grip size shall have a circular cross section between 1-1/2” to 2”. Stairs and railings shall be constructed of pressure treated lumber and galvanized fasteners. 

B15.3 Repair Porch Deck. The (identify location) Porch deck boards shall be replaced with 5/4” pressure-treated decking, fastened with galvanized screws.  
NOTE: Existing stairs, stairways and ramps require handrails on one side only. New construction requires handrails on both sides.
B15.3 Structural Repairs. The work shall include repairing the (identify location) porch structure to include replacing rotten beams, joists, and support posts as required for adequate support and stiffness.  New structural members shall be pressure-treated lumber and fastened with galvanized fasteners.  

WHEELCHAIR RAMPS

B15.3 Wheelchair Ramp.  The work shall include:

a. Demolition of the existing (identify location) entry deck and stairs, and removal from the site.

b. Constructing a wheelchair ramp, including landings and railings, to serve the  entry.  The ramp shall be constructed as specified in the attached Uniform Federal Accessibility Standards, Section 4.8 Ramps and Section 4.26 Handrails.  The ramp, landings, and railings shall be constructed of pressure-treated lumber and galvanized fastenings.  Handrails shall be mounted inside of the railing as shown in the Standards.  Support posts shall be supported on masonry footings placed below ground level.  

c. Construct a new set of stairs to serve the (front) entry.  Install railings on both sides of stairs. Install 2x2 balusters in all railings, spaced not more than 4” apart.  Install handrails on railings serving stairs.  Handrail grip size shall have a circular cross section between 1-1/2” to 2”.

Handrails shall  comply with 4.26 and shall have the following features:   (1) Han drails shall be provided along both sides of ramp segments. The inside handrail on switchback or dogleg  ramps shall always be continuous.   (2) If handrails are not continuous, they shall extend at least 12 in (305 mm) beyond the top and bottom of the ramp  s egment and shall be parallel with the floor or ground surface. INTERIOR STAIRS
B15.3 - Install Complete New Interior Stairs.
B15.3.1 Demolition.  Remove existing stairs and dispose.
B15.3.2 Stairs.  Install stairs using notched 2 x 12 standard grade kiln dried stringers. Treads and risers shall be solid, hard pine. The maximum riser height shall be 7 ¾”. The minimum tread depth shall be 10”.
B15.3.3 Handrails.  Install new handrails on the outboard side of stairs. Handrails shall not be less than 34” or more than 38” above the surface of the tread, measured vertically to the top of the rail from the leading edge of the tread. Install balusters spaced not more than 4” apart. Handrails shall have a circular cross section with an outside dimension of not less than 1 ¼” and not more than 2”.   Install a wall-mounted handrail on the inboard side of the stairs. 
B15.3 Replace Defective/Missing Balusters.  Install new balusters as required by installing Pine or Birch balusters to match existing as close as possible. 
B15.3 New Handrail.  Install a new wall mounted handrail in stairway. Handrail shall not be less than 34” or more than 38” above the surface of the tread, measured vertically to the top of the rail from the leading edge of the tread. Handrails shall be installed to provide a clearance of not less than 2 ¼” between the handrail and the wall to which it is fastened and be continuously graspable along their entire length.  Handrails shall have a circular cross section with an outside dimension of not less than 1 ¼” and not more than 2”. New handrail ends shall be returned to the wall or floor or shall terminate at newel post.

B15.3 New Stair Railing.  The work shall include installing a railing on the outboard side of the cellar stairs.  Construct the railing from 2x4 lumber, height between 34” and 38” above treads.  
B15.4 Payment.  Repair of stairways and hallways shall be paid for in Part A, Separate Contract Lump Sum prices, which will be full compensation for performing all work.
SECTION B21

MISCELLANEOUS INTERIOR FINISH

B21.1 Description.  The work specified in this section includes performing miscellaneous interior repair, upgrading, and finish work, as indicated.

B21.2. General.  All work shall be in accordance with the Specifications, and as needed for a complete and proper installation. Furthermore, all work shall conform to the Maine Uniform Building & Energy Code.

KITCHENS
B21.3 Kitchen.  

B21.3.1 New Range.  Remove the existing range and dispose of.  Install a new electric range of the same size as that removed.  The new range will be paid for by means of an Allowance on the Proposal Form.

B21.3.2 New Refrigerator. Remove the existing refrigerator and dispose of. Install a new refrigerator sized to fit the opening (or specify minimum capacity in cu. Ft.).  The new refrigerator will be paid for by means of an Allowance on the Proposal Form.

B21.3.3 Vinyl Floor Covering. Remove the existing floor covering and dispose of. Install sheet underlayment and vinyl floor covering per manufacturer’s recommendations. Apply floor leveler compound as required for smooth surface. Sheet vinyl floor covering shall be standard grade, 0.090” thick, minimum. Pattern and color by Owner.  Install baseboard trim to match and finish with one coat of latex primer and one coat of latex semi-gloss paint, color by Owner.
B21.3.4 Install Kitchen Counter Top.  Remove existing countertop and dispose of.  Remove and reinstall existing sink. Install post formed countertop (stock color/pattern by Owner) with 4" backsplash according to manufacturer's specifications.  Install color coordinated end caps, if required for good appearance.
GENERAL REPAIRS – SURFACES

B21.3 Scrape and Paint Ceiling.
B21.3.1 Preparation.  Scrape peeling paint using lead safe practices, fill depressions with joint compound and joint tape as necessary, Allow to thoroughly dry, sand smooth, and spot prime.  All water stains shall be covered with one or more coats of shellac based stain hiding paint as required.

B21.3.2 Painting. Apply two coats [1 primer coat and 1 finish coat] of washable latex flat ceiling paint according to manufacturer's specifications using a suitable brush or roller.  All finishes shall be evenly applied and free from sags, runs, drips, voids, holidays and brush marks.  

B21.3 Replace  Ceiling Tiles.

B21.3.1 Demolition.  Remove and dispose of water damaged ceiling tiles.

B21.3.2 Tiles.  Install new 1 x 3 spruce strapping if required.  Install   12" x 12" scored ceiling tiles over new or existing strapping according to the manufacturer's recommendations.  

B21.3.3 Trim. Re-install existing ceiling trim.  

B21.3.4 Painting. Apply one coat of washable latex flat ceiling paint according to manufacturer's specifications over the entire ceiling.  All finishes shall be evenly applied and free from sags, runs, drips, voids, holidays and brush marks.  

B21.3 Install New Suspended Ceiling.
B21.3.1 Ceiling.  The work shall include installing a new suspended ceiling in the (identify location). Install T‑bar suspension system with 2' x 4' acoustical panels according to the manufacturer's specifications.  

B21.3 Paint Woodwork.
B21.3.1 Preparation.  Repair chipped woodwork by sanding smooth using lead-safe practices. Scrape peeling paint, fill depressions with wood putty, sand smooth, and spot prime using lead safe practices.

B21.3.2 Painting.  Apply two coats [1 primer coat and 1 finish coat] of washable latex semi‑gloss paint according to manufacturer's specifications using a suitable brush or roller.  All finishes shall be evenly applied and free from sags, runs, drips, voids, holidays and brush marks.  

B21.3 (identify room or area) Kitchen.

B21.3.1 Ceiling. The work shall include removing all remaining ceiling tiles and installing ½” sheetrock on the entire Kitchen ceiling.  The sheetrock shall be finished smooth and painted with two coats of flat white latex paint.

B21.3 (identify room or area)  Dining Room.
B21.3.1 Walls.  Remove the OSB sheathing and dispose of.  Install ½” sheetrock over the wall areas that were covered with OSB.  All sheetrock shall be finished smooth and painted with two coats of flat latex paint, color white.  Install baseboard and ceiling trim as necessary for good appearance, finish white. 

B21.3 (identify room or area)  Utility Room.  

B21.5.1  Ceiling Repair. Install new sheetrock on the ceiling as required to repair water damage.  Finish sheetrock smooth and paint with two coats of white latex ceiling paint. 
B21.3(identify room or area)  Living Room.  

B21.3.1 Enclose Chimney. The existing block chimney shall be enclosed with 2x4 framing and ½” sheetrock and trim as required for good appearance.  An access hatch will be provided for the clean-out door. Sheetrock shall be finished smooth and painted with two coats of flat latex paint, color white.  In addition, any combustible material located within two inches of the chimney shall be removed.

B21.3.2 Ceiling. The ceiling shall be scraped and painted with one coat of flat white latex paint, color white.

B21.3.3 Doorway.  The work shall include installing casing and trim on the doorway leading to (example: the Dining Room).  Trim shall match other trim in house and be finished with two coats of semi-gloss latex paint, color white.
FLOORS & FLOOR COVERING

B21.3 Floor Repair.  The work shall include repairing the floor to include removing the existing floor covering, replacing weak or damaged floor sheathing as necessary, installing underlayment, and new vinyl floor covering. B21.3 Vinyl Floor Covering. The work shall include removing the existing floor covering, repairing the underlayment as required, and installing new vinyl floor covering in (identify the room or area). B21.3 Re-Paint Wood Flooring.  Repair wood floor by prepping and painting using lead safe practices.
